2 Course meets core and major requirements.

3 Select one course from the following list of courses: PSYC 3520, 3620, 4640, or 4800.

4 Advanced PSYC elective — any 3000 or 4000 level PSYC course not already required for the major. Department
recommends the following courses: Fall terms — PSYC 3000, 3120, 3160, 3640, 4000, 4020, 4470 Spring terms
— PSYC 3160, 3210, 3480, 3490, 4330, 3530, 4610, 4690

5 Any level PSYC elective — any PSYC course that prerequisites can be met. Department recommends: PSYC 2320
and 2580.

6 Any elective - Students must earn at least 120 hours to graduate with this degree. Consult with your academic
advisor and an official degree audit to determine if elective credit is needed. Any level elective credit would
suffice.

7 Any Advanced elective - Students need 42 hours of 3000 or 4000 level credit to graduate with the
baccalaureate degree. Refer to recommendations in item 3 or consult with your academic advisor.

8 Capstone course and should be taken in the final semester before graduation.
